potential solution. The problem is that
two SS’s have not accomplished what
we hoped. It has also made it quite a
challenge in the younger age groups,
and among those who really prefer a
later morning service.

So, on Feb. 7th we will return to the
previous schedule and begin adding
classes in the 10:00 AM hour. We
will offer more choices and hope that
as the SS grows, so will the Worship
attendance. If it doesn't, then we will
know that SS does not carry the same
weight it once had. At any rate, we
want to remove any barrier to growth.

Thank you for being willing to try
new things, and for being gracious
when results aren't quite what we'd
hoped. I love you!

¢ The GB Member must be in regular attendance
at BCUB services.

¢ The GB Member must tithe regularly and also
give offerings as God stirs his heart.

¢ The GB Member must be serving in some
ministry capacity, however, a GB member may not
be a staff member or leading a ministry.

Hospitable-Puts otheris needs yrst. Not
only caring for the needs of the saints, but
practicing care for those outside the body
of Christ.

Able to teach-Able to explain and apply
Biblical principles.

Not addicted to wine-Alcohol has no
signiycant place in their life.

Not pugnacious-Not always ready for a
yght or argument.

Gentle-Careful of others.
Peaceable-Actively maintaining unity in
the bond of peace.

Free from the love of money-Money and
possessions are not a driving force in life.
Manager of his own household-A

man who leads his family well, being an
example of Godliness.

Keeping his children under control with
dignity-A man whose children, if young,
are well disciplined, and if grown, show
the marks of good up-bringing. This shows
that he can deal well with people, which is
essential in the church.

Not a new convert-Having an established
track record of responsible submission to
Christ and service in the Body.

Good reputation outside the
church-One you are proud to have
represent your church, so that the
church is honored, not hindered, by
their representation.
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
