I have to admit that I have done
well in some areas, and not so well in
others.  Like most seminars, when
everything is fresh, I am excited and
energized, but as time goes on, I lose the
zeal of the moment.  I am happy to say,
however, that a few things have stuck.  I am

working hard at growing in my walk.  I
have developed a number of new

friendships that I am hoping
will bear fruit.  And, I pray

often, but not often enough,
for opportunities to touch
a life with the gospel, and
have had some wonderful

opportunities that seemed to
come out of the blue.  Amazingly,

the prayer that God answers most
regularly is the one for opportunities, and it’s
the one I forget to pray.  Probably the same
is true for you.

WHAT KIND OF LOVE
CHARACTERIZES YOUR
RELATIONSHIPS?

In English we use love in so many ways
- from “I love you Grandma” to “I love
green beans.”  The Greeks can help us
to understand this word because they

had several words for our term love.  To
illustrate we will use the “lowest” and
“highest” form of the Greek words for love:

A.  Eros - Love for a THING
1. It is a selfish, “for me” kind of
love.
2. It is a conditional love, based on
a feeling, meets certain conditions.
3. It is a temporary love, use it until
I don’t like it anymore.

B.  Agape  - Love for a PERSON
1.It is a giving, “for you” kind of love.
2.It is a committed love, based on a
choice to care.
3.It is a lasting love.

What type of love fills yours relationships?
Do you Eros  or Agape  God?  What about
your brother, or sister?  Do you Eros  or
Agape  your girl/boy friend, or your
spouse?  Are you in this relationship for
what you can get, or for what you can
give?  Are you in this relationship as long
as you get what you want, or is it an
unconditional committed relationship?

What kind of love does God say should
characterize our relationships:

Philippians 2:1-4 – If you have any
encouragement from being united with
Christ, if any comfort from His love, if any
fellowship with the Spirit, if any
tenderness and compassion, them make
my joy complete by being like-minded,
having the same love, being one in spirit
and purpose.  Do nothing out of selfish
ambition or vain conceit, but in humility
consider others better than yourselves.
Each of you should look not only to your
interests, but also to the interests of
others.

The Biblical definition of
love is to selflessly
care more about the
person who is in
front of me than
about meeting my
own needs.  If I
truly love, than I will
do whatever it takes
to ensure the very
best for the one I love.
In short, we are to
love like God loves us.

How to Fill a Shoe Box Gift

Find an empty shoe box
(standard size, please). You can
wrap it–lid separately–if you
would like, but wrapping is not
required.

Decide whether your gift will be
for a boy or a girl and the age
category: 2-4, 5-9, or 10-14. Cut
out the appropriate label from
the back of an Operation
Christmas Child brochure, tape it
on the top of your box, and mark
the correct age category.

The First ingredient to pack in
your shoe box is PRAYER (I John
5:14). Then, fill the box with new
toys, school supplies, hygiene
items, and hard candy. You may
enclose a note to the child and a
photo of yourself or your family.
(If you include your name and
address, the child may write
back.)

IMPORTANT: Please enclose a
check for $5 or more to help
cover shipping and other costs.
Make checks payable to
Samarit an’s Purse, and note
on the memo line that the gift
is for Operation Christmas
Child.  If you are packing more
than one box, you can make one
combined donation in a single
envelope. Place the envelope on
the top of the gift items inside
your shoe box so it is clearly
visible. Then place a rubber
band around your box and lid.
