We know that families are under
attack: from the pressures of
modern life, from advertising, sometimes
it seems from government policies and the
morals of the world around us which
encourage behavior that devalues the
family bond.

am a modern man, just in case you

didn’t know. Actually, in many ways | am
an old fashioned man, but in sociological
terms, | am a modern one. Here’s how
you can tell. Recently, | saw a young man
in the sanctuary waiting for a wedding to
begin. He was wearing a ball cap. As an
old fashioned man, | wondered if he had
ever been taught proper ‘hat’ etiquette.
You take off the hat as soon as you enter
a building, especially a church. If it's a
barn, leave it on, but in a house, office,
school, etc, it comes off. Now, |
understand that times are a’changin’, and
with the advent of the ‘cap’, it is
fashionable and acceptable for them to be
worn most anywhere, inside or out.
However, even the most unlearned among
us know that in the sanctuary the hat
comes off. So, as an old fashioned man, |
asked him to remove the cap in the
sanctuary, which he did without protest. In
fact, he said he had removed it earlier, but
had replaced it when he had to carry his
little girl around and had forgotten to take
it off again.

Now comes the modern part. When |
took a closer look at the front of his hat,

| could read the word and symbol:
PORN* . Now, | had a problem with that. |
didn’t say anything, but | thought a bunch
of stuff. Who got it for him? Who would
manufacture such a hat? What was he
thinking? What wife would allow a
husband to wear a hat like that? Who
would wear it to a wedding? In a church?
In the sanctuary? What's this world
coming to?

Now that’'s where | am a modern man,
and the hat wearer is a post-modern man.
In case you haven't heard, the definition of
a post-modern man is a person who
doesn't believe there is objective, or
absolute, truth. Truth is whatever you use
as a standard to live your life. God's truth
is whatever you think He would say at the
moment. The post-modern man lives in a
world that has no standard of right and
wrong, no moral direction except that
which comes out his own interests or
reason at the moment. From post-modern
thinking you will find that all the things we
thought were right or wrong are now up for
argument. We used to think that the
definition of marriage was easy; one man

and one woman. Now we find it's whichever
two, or however many, people or things want
to tie the knot for however long it feels good.
We used to think that you protected innocent
little babies, but now we find that babies are
an inconvenience and should be aborted if
they might disrupt your plans. Now, there are
even some who argue that if you don't like
your baby after a few weeks, it should be ok
to kill it after it's born. We used to think that
‘under God’ was a good thing, and the Ten
Commandments were ok, too, but now we find
that they are oppressive religious statements
that should not be forced on anyone.

The PORN* was not a despicable
young man. He was not intending to offend
anyone. He just didn’t think anyone would
find it objectionable to wear a PORN* hat in
church. The world would not have a problem
with it, and he would be surprised to find the
church did. He is not alone. Many, maybe
most, of the young people today are growing
up with no moral training, or with training that
is amoral at best. The idea of absolute truth
is foreign to them, and they would be
offended to find that doing what comes
natural to them is offensive to God.

| am a traditional man who is now
modern, but | have no plans to become post-
modern. Sometimes | feel like an Old Geezer,
(See article in this newsletter) . which ‘ain’t
all bad’. We do, however, live in a post-
modern world. People need to see Christ in
us instead of hearing our moral judgments.
We need to understand that the idea of truth
that comes from outside ourselves is foreign
to this world. The fact that there are objective
moral standards is not taught anywhere but
the church, and not even in all churches.
Moreover, many Christians claim to hold to
the Bible, but live according to their own
standards. The statement in the Old
Testament is as true now as ever. ‘Every man
did what was right in his own eyes.” No
wonder our heads are spinning. That's why
Jesus said to love God with all our heart and
to love our neighbor as ourselves. Love gets
a quicker hearing than judgment. Yes, we
see so much post-modernism around us, but
mercy triumphs over judgment. Love them
anyway. After all, you weren’t always as
loveable as you are now.
