nce in a while I think. | know that's

hard to believe, but | do have thoughts
occasionally. Not often, mind you, but
sometimes, a thought crosses my mind.
That happened recently after a sermon
where | had made the point, again, how
destructive itis for couples to live
together. | am in the middle of
‘wedding season’, where | have
weddings almost every
Saturday. People love our
sanctuary, and, for
some reason, enjoy
how I perform
weddings, so we get
lots of requests for
weddings. So, | get
to meet lots of young
people who are about  _
to get married and vow
to love each other forever.
The problem is that they have
already established a live-in relationship built
on a foundation of their own happiness.
Such marriages fail at an alarming rate.

Anyway, | like these people. They have
decided to live together because they love
each other and think the best safeguard
against divorce is to ‘try it out’ first. Makes
perfect sense, in human reasoning, but it
doesn’t work. It's hard to help a couple
understand that they have built a life based
on their individual happiness, but are now
coming into a marriage relationship that is
based on the vows to cherish the other
person more than self. It's like trying to
replace a crumbling foundation with a new
one. It can be done, but it's nearly
impossible. | can't fault these young people
for their decision, but it's still sin. It still is
opposite God's will and specific instruction.
As always, sin has consequences. It's the
rare couple which ‘does it right’, and the
consequences of their right decisions can be
as wonderful. More often than not, no one
has told the couple how destructive living
together is. In fact, most of them have had
parents or friends encourage them to do so.
Surprisingly, some have Christian parents,
too, who have not said anything against
such an arrangement.

So, the thought that struck me after | had
made the case against living together was
this: “Do | come across as condemning and
harsh when | state the presence and
problems of sin?” | fear that sometimes |
come across differently from the pulpit than |
do in person. Speaking from the pulpit is

much different that speaking to a person
face to face. It's a one sided conversation,
without opportunity to ask or answer
questions, or to clarify a point that might
be unclear to the hearer. The speaker has
to rely on the good graces of the listener to
properly interpret the intent of the speaker.

As you know, | stand on the Word of
God as the authority in every area of

life. If God says something is sin,

it's sin, and we have no right nor
room to redefine it as anything
but sin. The Bible clearly points
to sin as contrary to God’s will,
and just as clearly points out
that sin leads to death and
destruction. Itis a terrible thing.
God’'s Word is clear that sin is
bad!

If that's all | have to say, then | would
be rightfully viewed as a judgmental,
condemning guy. However, as truly as the
Bible clarifies sin, it also describes in
glowing terms the mercy of God for
repentant sinners. We all sin, that's
terribly true. We all can be forgiven, too.
That's wonderfully true. If we highlight one
without the other, we come across as
either too harsh or too lenient.

As | stand outlining the dangers of sin, |
sometimes forget to add that the mercy of
God extends to all who repent of sin and
do right. The grace of God also gives the
strength to do what's right. We are all
sinners, that's for sure. | have no right to
stand in condemnation of sinners as if |
had never sinned. | have sinned and fallen
short of God'’s glory as much as anyone. |
have also experienced the grace of God's
forgiveness.

My fear is that | come across as
condemning sinners and forget to mention
the grace of God toward repentance. The
Word is to be used both for pointing out
sin, and pointing to the Savior. We have
to call sin, sin, but we also remember that
God loves sinners. Jesus was called

the ‘Friend of Sinners’. That's what | want
to be.
